Seasons of Hope offers a safe and compassionate environment for 
adults whose loved one has died. Seasons of Hope, rooted in Catho-
lic tradition, conveys God’s consolation through scripture, prayer,      
reflection and sharing our faith. Seasons of Hope meets for six 
weeks.

Family caregivers often don’t have enough time to take care of 
their own health. If this sounds like you, a couple of hours of    
respite care can free up time for you to visit your doctor, meet a 
friend for coffee or take a walk. These small steps can lower your 
stress level.
